Merciful and gracious is the Lord, slow to anger and
abounding in kindness. For as the heavens are high
above the earth, so surpassing is his kindness toward
those who fear him. The Lord is kind and merciful.
(Psalm 103)

When Jesus was here on earth he associated with
everyone in society, the rich, the poor, the low life and
the riff-raff. He ate with saints and sinners. The
outcasts were his friends, making their way into the
kingdom before the righteous, the respectable and the
religious.

It is a strong warning to us not to divide the world up
into the acceptable and the unacceptable people. Like
the Lord, we are to associate with everyone. We are a
part of each other. Producing the fruit is a common
endeavor, not a private enterprise. We are to care for
the salvation of all.

What is at stake is eternal life. Jesus invites people
to respond with urgency to his call. He tells them:
“Seek God's kingdom...Let your hearts be girded and
your lamps burning...Be ready for the Master’s return.
Read the signs of the times. Settle with your accuser
beforehand, lest you end up in prison.” There is an
urgent need to repent, Jesus tells his audience. Seize
the day; time is short, act now to be saved.

Lent is the time for us to respond to that urgent
appeal of the Lord. Repentance is not simply a onetime
event, but is a way of life, a daily turning of our lives to
the Lord. He alone can lead us to the promised land of
eternal life. Paul reminds the Corinthians to act in ways
that are fitting for a repentant people. He recalls that
even though the people of Israel were freed from
Egypt, they had a kind of baptism and spiritual
communion with God. Their continued disobedience
meant that they perished in the wilderness: only their
descendants reached the Promised Land.

I'm aware of sin in my life and recognizing that | fall
short. In my calling as a son or daughter of God. | am
not indulging in some kind of obsession, but rather
facing up to reality. This is a blessing provided that it is
accompanied by the awareness of God’'s abiding love
and his readiness to forgive my failures.

“The warning is clear!” Though we Christians are
baptized and eat the spiritual food and drink what is
Christ, we must be careful not to fall. True repentance
means leading a life that reflects that communion with
God. Remember the fig tree: if it fails to bear fruit, it will
be cut down, removed from the vineyard. That is the
ancient symbol of the Promised Land. In this season of
grace, God is acting.

We too should act now to seize the opportunity, by
turning back to God who leads us to the fullness of life.

Days pass and the years vanish, and we walk
sightless among miracles. Lord, fill our eyes with
seeing, and our minds with knowing. Let there be
moments when the radiance of your presence
illuminates the darkness in which we walk. Help us to
see, wherever we gaze, that the bush is burning,
unconsumed. And we, clay touched by your hand, will
reach out for holiness and exclaim in wonder, ‘How
filled with awe is this place, and we did not know it.

TODAY’'SREADINGS

First Reading — The Lord God appears to Moses
and directs him to go and deliver the Israelites from
Egypt (Exodus 3:1-8a, 13-15) or Exodus 17:3-7.

Psalm — The Lord is kind and merciful (Psalm
103) or Psalm 95.

Second Reading — We are not to grumble like the
people with Moses in the desert (1 Corinthians 10:1-
6, 10-12) or Romans 5:1-2, 5-8.

Gospel — If you do not repent, you will all perish
(Luke 13:1-9) or John 4:5-42 [5-15, 19b-26, 39a,
40-42].

THE MYSTERIOUS ONE — Last Sunday we gathered
with Peter, John, and James at the mountain of Transfigura-
tion and were summoned to listen to God’s chosen Son.
This week the scriptures draw us into the mystery of just
who that God is. The first reading, perhaps one of the best
known in the Bible, recounts the story of Moses and the
burning bush, when the mysterious divine name is revealed.
The responsorial psalm is a hymn extolling the attributes of
God. Saint Paul and the Lord Jesus describe a God who
judges and metes out punishment. No matter the lengths to
which the scriptures go, we know that no amount of words
will ever come close to capturing who God is. Our lives and
our Lents are really journeys toward that mysterious One
who will one day welcome us into the heavenly home that

MANERA DE APROVECHAR LA CUARESMA: ACERCARSE AL SACRAMENTO DE LA
RECONCILIACION: El sacramento de la Reconciliacién, es también llamado "Confesién”. Es un verdadero
sacramento, instituido por Jesucristo, diverso del Bautismo y puede repetirse. La manifestacion de los pecados al
confesor es necesaria por derecho divino. Ha de ser de todos los pecados graves cometidos después del Bautismo
o0 desde la ultima Confesién. La confesion de los pecados con un sacerdote es parte del designio de Dios para
perdonarnos. La institucion del sacramento de la confesion por Jesucristo aparece claramente en el Evangelio de
San Juan. Cristo resucitado da poder a los apostoles para perdonar pecados en nombre de Dios. Al conferir el
sacramento de la confesion, la Iglesia ha sido fiel a Jesucristo desde el principio. Juan 20,19-24:"Al atardecer de
aquel dia, el primero de la semana, estando cerradas, por miedo a los judios, las puertas del lugar donde se
encontraban los discipulos, se presentd Jesus en medio de ellos y les dijo: «La paz con vosotros.» Dicho esto, les
mostré las manos y el costado. Los discipulos se alegraron de ver al Sefior. Jesus les dijo otra vez: «La paz con
vosotros. Como el Padre me envid, también yo os envio.» Dicho esto, sopld sobre ellos y les dijo: «Recibid el
Espiritu Santo. A quienes perdonéis los pecados, les quedan perdonados; a quienes se los retengais, les
guedan retenidos.» Tomas, uno de los Doce, llamado el Mellizo, no estaba con ellos cuando vino Jesis. Los

a) Examinar la conciencia antes de ir a confesarse

b) Arrepentimiento de todos los pecados.

c) Contricién: Firme propdsito de enmienda (de no volver a pecar).
d) Confesar todos los pecados al sacerdote.

e) Cumplir la penitencia. (Satisfaccion o reparacion)

PASOS BASICOS PARA CONFESARSE:

e Entra al confesionario sin miedo, confiando en la misericordia de Jesus.

e -Sacerdote: "Ave Maria Purisima"

e  Penitente: "Sin pecado concebida. Bendigame padre porque he pecado. Hace... de mi dltima confesion.
Mis pecados son los siguientes...

e Confiesa todos los pecados desde tu Ultima confesion.

e No es necesario ilustrar detalles de lo ocurrido. Ejemplo.: "Ofendi gravemente a mis padres de palabra”
EN VEZ DE: "ibamos en el carro y papa sac una vieja conversacion.... me hablé de una novia...
reaccioné....entonces..."

e Confiesa tus propios pecados y no los ajenos. El confesionario no es para desahogarse contando lo que
nos han hecho otros.

e Sacerdote ofrece algun consejo e imparte la penitencia.

e  Penitente reza el Acto de Contricién

e  Sacerdote imparte la absolucidn con estas palabras: "Dios, Padre de misericordia...“y despide al penitente
en paz.
