If our
lives are made up of this
constant activity, these
ceaseless labours, then we have
lost our soul; we have lost our
spiritual life. There is one thing
necessary if we are to live life
well; we need to be spiritual
active in our faith.

Mary, sitting still in the
courtyard of her house, in the
tranquil shade of her garden,
happy in the presence of her
guest, and listening to his
conversation, this Mary is a
visible reminder to us of what

This famous teaching of
Jesus on the “one thing necessary” was given in Bethany,
at the house of Martha and Mary, in the Gospel we hear
today. This is a famous story, told by St Luke. It contains a
whole world within it. The two sisters, Martha and Mary,
are two very different characters, with two very different
temperaments. One is active, the other passive. One is
busy doing; the other, seemingly not busy, listening.

This story has a very familiar ring to it. When guests
arrive at our home, we are busy attending to them. We
lose patience very quickly with anyone who is not pulling
their weight. So Martha is very familiar to us. In her
anger with her sister, we recognize ourselves too often.
Dinners do not cook themselves, and laziness deserves to
be scolded. But that is not the whole story.

Visitors like to be attended to, not left to sit by
themselves. Guests have come to visit us, not just to
taste our food. Mary is doing a very important thing by
sitting with her guest. It is not a question of one being
right and one being wrong. It is a question of balance and
harmony. Guests look forward to good conversation and
good food, not either/or. That is why Jesus is so gentle
with Martha in his response. He has great affection for
her, and for her strengths, her practicality. But Mary’s
sensitivity is equally to be prized.

“Martha, Martha,” Jesus says, “you worry and fret
about so many things.” This sentiment is true of so much
of our lives. We live in a busy, overactive, noisy, never-

our life requires: stillness, calm
and an attentive heart. If we are too busy trying to get
on, we will never know what peace is, nor will we be able
to welcome other people and receive them into our lives.

Lord, | place myself in your presence. After the strain
and turmoil of the day | rest quietly here, as a little boat,
which has been tossed by the waves and buffeted by the
wind, rests secure in a sheltered harbor.

TODAY’'SREADINGS

First Reading — Abraham and Sarah show hospitali-
ty to messengers of the Lord (Genesis 18:1-10a).

Psalm — He who does justice will live in the pres-
ence of the Lord (Psalm 15).

Second Reading — Paul speaks of the stewardship
given to him to complete the word of God, the mys-
tery hidden from ages past (Colossians 1:24-28).

Gospel — Martha, you are anxious and worried about
many things. Mary has chosen the better part (Luke
10:38-42).

DON’'T BE ANXIOUS — One can wonder how Luke's Gos-
pel passage today might have been different if Mary, not Mar-
tha, had been the one to complain to Jesus, if Mary had said
“Lord, look at her! Here you are sharing your wisdom and all
she can think about is supper.” Jesus may have noted, as Luke
does, that Martha was burdened with much serving. Later in
his writings, this same evangelist will describe in Acts how the
early community set aside people whose ministry it isto seeto
the serving at table.

As a fully human person, Jesus knew the human needs
that had to be tended. He doesn’t deny this, nor does he chas-
tise Martha for her working in service. He chides her for being
anxious and worried. How can Martha—or any of us—be an-
xious or worried about the serving that needs to be done when
we do it in the context of the Lord’s will and wisdom? The
Church has done more than any other institution to bear the
heavy burdens of serving the ill, the uneducated, the suffering;
has been “Martha’ to countless of the little ones whom Christ
told us were his very presence. But the Church has borne the
burdens of service from the position of Mary: at the feet of the
Lord, listening to and being guided by his word. o capyrig, 3s.

sQué es la PEN?

La Planificacion Familiar Natural (PFN) es un término general que se refiere a algunos métodos
gue se usan para conseguir, posponer o evitar el embarazo. Estos métodos estan basados en la
observacién y registro de los sintomas de fertilidad e infertilidad en el ciclo de la mujer.

La PFN es una manera integral de planificar la familia porque se basa en el mutuo entendimiento
de la fertilidad de la pareja, la salud y las intenciones sobre el nUmero de hijos que piensan tener.

La PFN usa la abstinencia periédica. Como lo explica el Arzobispo Charles J. Chaput en su carta
pastoral “Of Human Life,” la PFN difiere de otros métodos en que “no ataca la fertilidad, no
interfiere en el darse uno completamente a su cényuge, ni trunca la naturaleza procreadora del
acto sexual.”

Aprendiendo Planificacion Familiar Natural

Aprender a observar e interpretar los signos de la fertilidad no es dificil. Las observaciones sélo
se llevan unos cuantos minutos al dia. Sin embargo, es importante aprender a usar la



planificacién familiar natural con la ayuda de un instructor calificado. Actualmente existen tres
métodos de PFN en la Didcesis de Austin.

METODO BILLINGS

El Método de la Ovulacion Billings fué desarrollado en Australia por los Doctores John y Evelyn
Billings. Este método esta basado en mas de 50 afios de investigacion cientifica continua y se
usa en mas de 120 paises. El Método Billings ensefia a la pareja a interpretar las sensaciones y
las observaciones sobre la presencia o ausencia de moco cervical que la mujer debe hacer
diariamente.

BOMA-USA es la delegacion oficial en los Estados Unidos de la Organizacion Mundial del
Método de la Ovulacion Billings. El entrenamiento para usar este método usualmente consiste de
una clase de introduccién. Esta clase se puede llevar a cabo en grupo o de manera individual.
Después de la primera clase la instruccién continda por medio de tres clases individuales — o
mMA&s si son necesarias.

EL MODELO CREIGHTON

Desarrollado en Estados Unidos por un grupo de cientificos bajo el liderazgo del Doctor Thomas
W. Hilgers, el Modelo Creighton (Creighton Model FertilityCare™ System [CrMS]) monitorea el
moco cervical para determinar fertilidad o infertilidad. También usa estas observaciones para
evaluar y tratar varios tipos de condiciones de salud en la mujer. El método contindia sus estudios
y crecimiento por medio del Instituto Papa Paulo VI para el Estudio de la Reproduccion. El
instituto se encuentra en Omaha, Nebraska.

El entrenamiento para este método consiste en asistir a una sesion introductoria que se lleva a
cabo en grupo o individualmente. El entrenamiento prosigue con ocho sesiones individuales.

METODO SINTOTERMICO

Este método, también desarrollado por cientificos, tiene dos componentes principales. Primero,
monitorea los sintomas de fertilidad dados por el cuello del Gtero y sus mucosidades. Segundo,
registra las sefiales dadas por los cambios de temperatura que experimenta la mujer al
levantarse. Las parejas que usan este método aprenden a usar estos dos componentes de
manera en que uno confirma el otro.

La Liga de Pareja a Pareja (LPP) fue fundada en 1971. La LPP ensefia el Método Sintotérmico
por medio de parejas. El entrenamiento consiste en asistir a cuatro clases mensuales en grupo.
